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Community Shop Under Threat of Closure 
 
An off shoot of the Foodie Fairfield initiative 
is the Forfeld Store, a community shop that is 
open during Foodie Fairfield and during the 
Wednesday Social (first three Wednesdays in 
each month), 1.30pm – 3.30pm.   
 
It had been hoped that the shop would be 
able to increase its opening hours, instead 
the shop is under threat of closure due to its 
low usage. 
 
The shop sells local sourced foods that are not 
available from the Foodie Fairfield traders, 
some Fram Shop stock, and a small selection 
of “supermarket” stock. 
 
Our stock includes: Croome Cheese, Pimhill Porridge, Cotswold Gold Mayonnaise, Matthew's 
Flour, Frank's Biscuits, Cosy Hot Chocolate, Emily Jams & Pickles, Pickled Ricks Hot Sauce, Miso 
by Umani Chef, household supplies, batteries, postage stamps, greetings cards, gift sets, and 
much more. 
 
Prices are very competitive, with supermarket stock sold at supermarket prices and artisan 
products at or below the recommended retail price. 
 
During Foodie Fairfield, Pate, Miso & Cheese can be found in the display fridges, on a 
Wednesday, ask for these items at the counter.

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Commemorating those people who served 
during the Second World Ward, and in 
thanks to their service, at home and 
abroad, a 1940s Night was held on 
Saturday 3rd May, attracting over 80 
people. Huge thanks to everyone who 
came to this event, including the 11 
residents from our community. 
 
The energetic Miss Ruby Rouge certainly 
entertained.  Before supper of fish 'n' 
chips, we had the Roaring 40s Show, and 
after supper songs from the 50s & 60s. 
 
On the 8th May, the 80th Anniversary of VE 
Day, there was a small community 
gathering at the War Memorial, in front of 
the Village Hall, to remember all those 
people who died in service of their 
country, for the freedom that we enjoy 
today; whether they be serving on the war 
front, mining coal at him, acting as a fire 
watcher or any of the other duties required 
at the time.  The short act of reflection 
included a reading of the speech given by 
King George VI on VE Day, 2-minutes 
silence, a wreath was laid, and a poem was 
read. 
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VJ Day 80th Anniversary:  Pledge of Peace 
 
The 80th anniversary of VJ Day (Victory over Japan) 
takes place on Friday 15 August 2025, 
commemorating the end of the Second World War. 
 
While VE Day (Victory in Europe) marked the end of 
the war in Europe in May 1945, many thousands of 
Armed Forces personnel were still engaged in fighting 
in the Far East. Victory over Japan would come at a 
heavy price, and Victory over Japan Day (VJ Day) 
marks the day Japan surrendered on 15 August 1945, 
which ended the Second World War. 
 
Fighting in the Asia-Pacific took place from Hawaii to North-East India. Britain and the 
Commonwealth’s principle fighting force, the Fourteenth Army, was one of the most diverse in 
history – more than 40 languages were spoken, and all the world’s major religions represented. 
 
The descendants of many of the Commonwealth veterans of that army are today part of 
multicultural communities around the world, a lasting legacy to the success and comradeship of 
those who fought in the Asia-Pacific. 
 
To mark this occasion, we invite you to: 
 
Light a candle during the evening of 15 August and place a symbol of peace in your window.  An 
outline of a dove is on the next page (A4 copies of this page can be picked up at August’s Foodie 
Fairfield).  You may wish to ask a child to colour it in, and in the space provided write down your 
Pledge of Peace. 
 
Please take a photo of your candle and your symbol & pledge of peace and share on our social 
media accounts (tagging in our handle), or email admin@fvca.org.uk for us to share. 
 
We are also asking the community to write a short poem or your thoughts on the theme of 
peace.  Pop your poem in the Village Hall letterbox or email it to admin@fvca.org.uk  by 12th 
August.  Our plan is to share these poems on our website and in the village hall’s front window, 
so that they can be read on 15 August.

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Reminder: Moving landline phones to digital technology 
 
A quick reminder that the technology we use to make landline calls is being upgraded.  All 
analogue telephone lines will be replaced with digital services by January 2027and these 
changes have already started and it’s planned that the majority of residents in our area will be 
moved across this Autumn.  
 
Ahead of that, it’s important that anyone who relies on their landline to make calls, including 
emergency calls, informs their telecoms provider to ensure their service is not interrupted and 
they are properly supported with the switch.  This includes those who do not have a mobile 
phone, live in an area with a poor mobile signal and/or has equipment that uses the telephone 
line such as a care alarm, health pendant or security alarm.  (Please note: NEW Lifeline users 
do not need to worry as they are ready for the switch over and users do not need to do 
anything but if residents are with another provider, they should inform their telecoms 
provider).

Digital Phone Line Upgrade Scam 

 
Criminals are posing as BT staff and phoning residents to ask them for their personal and 
payment details in order to upgrade their phone lines to the digital service. If you refuse to 
cooperate then they threaten to cut off your landline. They are also using emails with similar 
messages. 
 
As with other frauds, the criminal will also add pressure by claiming the deadline is imminent, 
even though the deadline set up by BT is January 2027. 
 
HOW TO STAY SAFE 
 
•    Ignore any requests for payments and financial information 
•    Your provider will never ask for money to upgrade to the digital service 
 
Reminder: Moving landline phones to digital technology 
 
Some providers are also employing door to door sales techniques to get residents to upgrade 
to their service. Always check their identity and if you are not sure, phone that company to 
check the representative is genuine. Also, never be pressured to make an instant decision on 
the doorstep. 
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Take Five to Stop Fraud 
 
STOP: Taking a moment to stop and think before parting with your money or information 
could keep you safe. 
  
CHALLENGE: Could it be fake? It’s OK to reject, refuse or ignore any requests. Only criminals 
will try to rush or panic you.  
 
PROTECT: Contact your bank immediately if you think you’ve fallen for a scam and report it to 
Action Fraud 
 
ALWAYS REMEMBER: 
 
•    Avoid disclosing security details 
•    Emails, Phone Calls and Texts may not be authentic 
•    Always make direct contact with any organisation by using a genuine phone number  
•    Stop and Challenge any unexpected requests 
•    Protect others by reporting Fraud and Scams 

 

How You Can Help Stop Fraud 

 
If you’ve fallen for a scam, report it to Action Fraud on 0300 123 2040 or via 
actionfraud.police.uk 
 
Scam Text messages can be forwarded to 7726 to help phone providers take early action and 
block numbers that generate spam on their networks.  
 
You can also report Scam mobile calls by texting 7726 with the word “Call” followed by the 
scam caller’s phone number. 
 
Forward Fake Emails received to report@phishing.gov.uk 
 
If you think your bank account or personal banking details have been used fraudulently, 
then use the short phone number - 159 - to contact the Fraud Prevention Department of most 
major UK banks.
