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During the Autumn half-term break we screened the brand-new family movie GROW, which hit 
UK cinema screens a few days earlier, and we regularly screen new NATIONAL THEATRE 
productions and other great Event Cinema productions, most recently BAT OUT OF HELL- THE 
MUSICAL and ANDREW LLOYD WEBBER’S LOVE NEVER DIES. 
 
We also host top small-scale drama on our stage.  In October, we welcomed back Tim Marriott 
(who played Gavin in The Brittas Empire) with a stunning performance of JACKS’ ASHES, and in 
November Don’t Go In To The Cellar returned with THE DIARY OF NOBODY.

In August, we invited people who follow us on social media and receive our eNewsletters, to 
complete a short survey asking for their thoughts on our Community Shop, FORFELD STORE.   
We would like to thank everyone who completed this survey; we greatly appreciate your 
feedback. 
 
33 people completed this survey, some people did not answer some of the questions, which 
may explain anomalies in the below data.  You can read the data and comments made by visiting 
the shop page on our www.fvca.org.uk website.  We have tried to respond to any 
comments/suggestions made. 
 
Even though some respondents feel that the shop should close, there are others that indicate 
that there are benefits to having a shop and that a service is required.  
 
Even though footfall on a Wednesday afternoon is very low, support for our Community Shop 
during Foodie Fairfield is very good, with many people buying goods saying, at the counter, that 
our local & artisan food prices are cheap, and our “supermarket” items are priced similar to or 
are cheaper than ASDA, Morrisons, Sainsburys & Tesco. 
 
Our Community Shop is evolving; the future is in your hands.  Of course, if the demand & support 
is low, closure will happen.  However, if there is the demand & support we will do our best to 
respond to your needs. 
 
If there is something that you would like us to stock and that you will buy, please pop in and tell 
us.  Unfortunately, we are limited with what perishable, short shelf life, food items we can stock, 
as we cannot afford wastage.  However, this could change, if there if there is the demand. 
 
As we are limited to when we can open, i.e. not every day, we are unable to sell newspapers, 
however, we are open to ordering magazines, if there is the commitment to buy.
